What is SCIENCE? 

1) Create a Mind Map of where science was in the PAST, what you know to be science TODAY, and where science may go in the FUTURE – use only what is in your brain for right now. Try to think of a few examples of specific things in science where our understandings or technologies have changed a lot over time. 
· You will have to hand in this mind map with the final assignment.
2) Create a Diagram of how Science has changed over time.
The layout is up to you, but a set of parallel timelines  or flow charts may be a good starting point.
Make a rough draft first on normal sized paper (hand this in), then transfer your good copy to larger (8.5 x 14) paper. 
You may use your textbook or do some research to create your descriptions.
Requirements:
· Must focus on 3 ideas in science
· For each idea, must include Past, Present and Future “stages”
· Use 1-2 complete sentences and a drawing or photographs to describe that each idea at each point in time. (9 images & descriptions total)
3) Circle of Life: Read & Respond
Think about this perspective on the Circle of Life. Answer the following questions on a separate sheet (using 1-3 full sentences to answer each question), and hand in with your final diagram

a) Can you think of examples of concepts or ideas in Science that occur in circles or cycles? 
Give at least 3 examples.
b) How does this idea of the Circle of Life relate to how Science has changed over time? 
c) How can science be used to “nurture, protect, and heal”, as mentioned in the excerpt above? Think about both human communities, and interacting with the natural world.
d) Do you think that technology has impacted or changed the way we as a society think about the Circle of Life? Why or why not?
