1. Using your species of plants, give five examples of populations that would require those species to survive.  (3)
2. Using the above organisms, create and draw a food web that includes 5 different species. Be sure to explain the type of interaction between each organism in order to survive in the grassland ecosystem. (5)
3. Explain three ways in which a ground squirrel or any small burrowing animal helps the Grassland Biome? (3)
4. Where you completed the plot explain the following:  Using your pictures to help explain each of the questions:
· Which direction was the plot facing? (1)
· Compare and contrast the grass species in your plot from each side. (3)
· Explain how the sun affects the growing species of your plot on all four sides. (3)
· Explain how insects may use the area to survive. Give an example.  (3)
· Compare and contrast the layer of trash from the top to bottom of your plot. (4)
· Where is there more life in the plot? Why?  (4)
5. Compared and contrast the area where we ate our lunch to the area we crossed to get to where we ate lunch. (6)
6. How was the river valley created? (4)
7. Why would the First Nations people have chosen to camp up on the plateau? Give three reasons. (3)
8. Mr. Paskimen left the skin of an old drum out in the grassland ecosystem. Explain why he did that, and how that drum skin will likely impact the ecosystem in the immediate area. (3)
9. Why does the vegetation seem better on the North Facing slope than on the south facing slope of the Valley? (3)
10. Explain three effects that glaciers had on the grassland where we visited. (3)
11. Compare and Contrast the Arm River Valley to the Turtle Park area near the school. Explain which ecosystem is healthier and why.  (6)
12. Using your pictures, identify six different plant species from the grasslands, and six different plant species from the park area. Include the pictures in your lab write-up. (12)

13. Develop five possible advantages to having an area like Turtle Park in a city and why this might be important to the organisms that might live in this area. (5)
